ANNEXURE-A

1. Short Title:

This policy may be called ‘tenure-based engagement of MO/CMO and other
equivalent posts in Government Medical Colleges and AIMSS Chamiana (Shimla)
under the Department of Medical Education, Himachal Pradesh’ in short ‘MO/CMO
Engagement Policy 2025°.

2. Commencement:

The Policy shall come into effect from the date of notification.

3. Definitions: Notwithstanding anything to the contrary:

‘AMRU”’ shall mean the Atal Medical and Research University, Nerchowk,
District Mandi, Himachal Pradesh.

‘CoE-AMRU’ shall mean the Controller of Examinations, Atal Medical and
Research University, Nerchowk, Mandi, H.P.

‘CMO’ shall mean Casualty Medical Officer.

‘DME’ shall mean the Director, Medical Education and Research, Himachal
Pradesh.

‘Government’ shall mean the Government of H.P.
‘HAO’ shall mean Hospital Administrative Officer.

‘Medical College/Institution’ shall mean all Government Medical Colleges and
AIMSS Chamiana (Shimla).

‘MO’ shall mean Medical Officer.

3.13 ‘MO/CMO?’ shall collectively refer to Medical Officer, Casualty Medical Officer
and other equivalent posts namely MO (Store), MO (Blood Bank), HAO, RLMO,
and MO (TCCC), who shall be engaged on a temporary/tenure basis under the
cadre of the Medical Education Department, H.P.

3.14 ‘State’ shall mean the State of Himachal Pradesh.

The number of posts shall be as notified by the State Government from time to time.

Class-I (Gazetted) Tenure based post for the period of three years.
Age Limit:

strictly as per the rules/instructions notified by the Department of Personnel,
Government of Himachal Pradesh from time to time).

6.2 Retired Medical Officer: May be engaged up to 65 years.

Educational Qualification-cum-Eligibility Criteria:

8.1 MBBS Degree:—A recognized medical qualification (MBBS or equivalent) from
an institution approved by the National Medical Commission (NMC).

8.2 Registration:—Valid registration certificate issued by the Himachal Pradesh
State Medical Council.
Additional Requirements:

9.1 Physical Fitness.—Candidates must submit a fitness certificate during
engagement.

9.2 Documentation.—Original certificates (educational, registration and other
required documents etc.) must be produced at the time of joining.

9.3 Service Obligation.—In Himachal Pradesh, engagements or postings may be
assigned to any health institution in the state as needed during emergencies.

9.4 The selected candidate must provide a legally binding affidavit prior to joining;
affirming their acceptance of all terms and conditions outlined in this policy for
their engagement as Casualty Medical Officer or Medical Officer of all categories
under the Department of Medical Education, H.P. purely on tenure basis.

Roles and Responsibilities:

10.1 Clinical Duties:

(a) 24/7 emergency care for trauma, casualty and emergency medicine
department and medico-legal cases.

(b) Triage of patients into routine, semi-critical and critical categories.
10.2 Administrative Duties:
(a) Coordination with specialists, nursing staff, and paramedics

(b) Compliance with protocols for bio-medical waste (BMW) and disaster
management.

(c) Documentation of medico-legal cases (MLCs)
Service conditions:
11.1 Working hours.—Shift-based duties covering all hours

11.2 Termination.—Engagement/services may be terminated without notice for
unsatisfactory conduct or antecedents.

Regulatory compliance:

12.1 NMC guidelines.—While focused on teaching staff, casualty officers must
ensure patient care standards meet institutional requirements.

12.2 State instructions/guidelines.—Adherence to Himachal Pradesh State and any
other instructions issued from time to time.

Challenges and considerations:

13.1 Staff Shortages.—High attrition in emergency roles necessitates frequent
recruitment.

13.2 Training.—Need for periodic skill upgrades in emergency protocols.
Method of Engagement:

14.1 The AMRU shall advertise the posts, after obtaining the approval of the
Government through the DME, for filling up of the posts of MO/CMO on tenure
basis.

14.2 The candidates shall be engaged on the basis of a written test to be notified by the
AMRU, applicable to all Medical Colleges/Institutions, upon receipt of
applications.

14.3 The schedule for conducting the written test shall be finalized by the AMRU for
all posts and Medical Colleges collectively, and not on a college-wise basis.

14.4 The dates for physical verification of documents shall be fixed by the AMRU for
all Medical Colleges and the AMRU shall correspond with the DME well in
advance regarding the same.

14.5 The interested and eligible candidates, as per the advertisement schedule, shall
submit their applications to the AMRU within the stipulated time period.

14.6 Upon declaration of the result, candidates must be present for document
verification; failure to do so shall result in their candidature being deemed
rejected. However, in case a candidate is unable to attend in person due to
unavoidable circumstances, he/she may authorize a representative to appear on
their behalf, along with the candidate’s original educational, academic and other
supporting documents for verification. The document verification shall be
conducted by a committee consisting of the following members:

1. | Director, Medical Education & Research, H.P. Chairman
2. | Controller of Examinations, AMRU Member
Secretary

3. | All the Principals of Government Medical Colleges and

AIMSS, Chamiana (Shimla). Member

14.7 Upon completion of the aforementioned process, the AMRU shall forward the
results/selection list, along with the waiting panel, to the DME, within one week
of completion of the selection/counselling process, in a confidential manner.

14.8 The DME shall consolidate the entire results/selection list on a combined basis
(not college-wise) and recommend the names of selected candidates to the
Government strictly in accordance with the available vacancies for their posting.
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15.

14.9 Based on the recommendations submitted by the DME, the Government shall
convey approval to the DME for issuance of posting orders. Upon receipt of such
approval, the DME shall issue engagement orders strictly in accordance with the
terms and conditions prescribed by the Medical Education Department from time
to time.

Terms & Conditions:

15.1 The selected candidate, at the time of joining, will submit a 'legal undertaking in
the form of affidavit' that he/she shall not claim for regularization/continuation/
promotion and any other ancillary benefits against the post he/she engaged on
tenure basis. The candidate shall be purely on tenure/temporary basis and shall
not confer any right of regularization/ continuation/promotion and any other
ancillary benefits.

15.2 The candidate/selectee will be governed in accordance with the terms and
conditions fixed by the Department of Medical Education, Himachal Pradesh
from time to time. The rules, regulations and orders in force from time to time as
applicable to other Government servants such as CCS (CCA) Rules and CCS
(Conduct) Rules, instructions/guidelines/notifications issued by the Department of
Personnel/ Finance, Government of Himachal Pradesh shall not be applicable to
the selectee.

15.3 The MO/CMO shall be engaged initially for a period of 03 (three) years and his/
her period may be extended by the Government on the recommendations of the
Principal concerned. However, the candidate shall not claim that his/her tenure
may be continued. In all case, further extension can be granted on the
recommendations of the Principal concerned as well as keeping in view of the
larger public interest of patient care and the Government will be competent
authority for the same. If the Government does not grant timely extension for the
tenure of the concerned MO/ CMO despite the recommendations of the concerned
Principal, the fixed tenure of the candidate will automatically terminate from the
next day after the completion of his/her normal tenure.

15.4 The services of the selectee are liable to be terminated by the Government in case
the work and conduct/performance of the candidate during the tenure period is not
found satisfactory.

15.5 The selectee will be entitled for one day Casual Leave after putting in one month
services without any interruption. However, the selectee will also be entitled for
180 days Maternity Leave under the Maternity Benefits Act, 1961 and 10 days
Medical Leave. However, she/she shall not be entitled for Medical Re-
imbursement and LTC etc. No leave of any other kind except above is admissible
to the selectee.

Provided that the un-availed Casual Leave and Medical Leave can be
accumulated upto the Calendar year and will not be carried forwarded for the next
Calendar year.

15.6 Unauthorized/wilful absence from the duty without approval of the controlling
authority i.e. Principal concerned, shall automatically lead to the termination of
the tenure. During the period of unauthorized absence from the duty, the
emoluments shall not be paid for the said period to the selectee.
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15.7 The selectee will be entitled to TA/DA if required to go on tour in connection
with his/ her official duties at the same rate as applicable to other regular
Government employee i.e. Medical Officer.

15.8 The engagement is purely provisional and contingent upon verification of the
candidate’s educational qualifications and other certificates by the concerned
Principal through the proper channel. If such verification reveals that any
certificate or qualification is found to be false or fraudulent, the engagement shall
be terminated immediately, without assigning any further reason, and without
prejudice to any further action that may be initiated under the provisions of the
Indian Penal Code for submission of false certificates.

15.9 He/she will have to give a declaration to the effect that he/she has only one living
spouse, if married.

15.10 He/she will have to take an oath of allegiance/ faithfulness to the Constitution of
India or marking a solemn affirmation.

15.11 He/she will have to produce all the certificates of the requisite qualifications to
the concerned post in original at the time of joining.

15.12 The benefit of Employees Group Insurance Scheme as well as EPF/CPF/GPF etc.
will not be applicable to the selected candidate.

15.13 The monthly emoluments of the MO, CMO, MO (Store), MO (Blood Bank),
HAO, RLMO, MO (TCCC) etc., will be fixed as under:-

15.14 The Government may increase and decrease the monthly emoluments of the MO
and CMO (all categories of MOs/ CMOs under the DME cadre) keeping in view
of the State exchequer.

15.15 The candidate shall not claim to increase his/her monthly emoluments on the

analogy of other regular Government employees of the Medical Education/ Health
Department of Himachal Pradesh.

15.16 During the tenure period, no advance will be given to the selectee.

15.17 The selected candidate must submit a ‘legal undertaking in the form of affidavit’,
affirming his/her unconditional acceptance of all terms and conditions outlined in
this policy, alongwith those specified in the offer of engagement orders issued by
the Directorate of Medical Education & Research, Himachal Pradesh.

15.18 On being offered engagement on tenure basis, the selectee shall sign an agreement
as per the terms and conditions fixed by the Government from time to time and
submit joining report to the Government through Principal concerned.

Affidavit/Legal Undertaking:

16.1 The Principal concerned shall be competent authority to ensure that the legal
undertaking in the form of affidavit is submitted by the concerned/selected
candidate before their joining. The submission of legal undertaking/affidavit is
required to be mentioned in the engagement orders of the selected candidate after
obtaining the approval of the Government.

16.2 The concerned Principal shall be the competent authority to ensure that the
affidavit has been submitted and signed strictly in accordance with the terms and
conditions prescribed by the Government for engagement of MO/CMO in the
cadre of DME. The Principal shall also be the competent authority to execute the
agreement.

Reservation:

The reservation roster shall be applied common for all sanctioned posts equivalent to
the post of Medical Officer under the establishment of the Department of Medical
Education, as per the guidelines/instructions issued by the Department of Personnel,
Government of Himachal Pradesh, from time to time. However, in the event that
suitable candidates belonging to reserved categories are not available in any category,
the post shall be filled from among the candidates of the General category. It is further
provided that the reservation roster shall be maintained afresh and in a fair and
transparent manner by the AMRU for the cadre of Medical Education Department.
