THE  PROHIBITION  OF  CHILD  MARRIAGE  (HIMACHAL  PRADESH  
AMENDMENT) BILL,  2024 

 
(AS INTRODUCED IN THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY)

BILL 
 
   to amend the Prohibition of Child Marriage Act, 2006 (Act No. 6 of  2007) in its 
application to the State of Himachal Pradesh. 

 
 BE it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of Himachal Pradesh in the Seventy-fifth year of 
the Republic of India as follows:— 
 
 1. Short title, application and commencement .—(1)  This Act may be called the 
Prohibition of Child Marriage (Himachal Pradesh Amendment) Act, 2024. 
 
 (2)  It shall apply to all persons domiciled in the territory of the State of Himachal Pradesh 
notwithstanding anything contrary or inconsistent therewith contained in the Indian Christian 
Marriage Act, 1872 (15 of 1872) the Parsi Marriage and Divorce Act, 1936 (3 of 1936) the Muslim 
Personal Law (Shariat) Application Act 1937 (26 of 1937) the Special Marriage Act, 1954 (43 of 
1954) the Hindu Marriage Act, 1955 (25 of 1955) or any other law or custom or usage or practice 
in relation to marriage, under any other law for the time being in force. 
 
 (3)  This section, clause (ii) of section 2 and section 4 shall come into force immediately 
and the remaining provisions shall come into force on the date of completion of two years from the 
date of its enactment and any reference in any such provision to the commencement of this Act 
shall be construed as a reference to the coming into force of that provision. 



 
 2. Amendment of section 2.—In section 2 of the Prohibition of Child Marriage Act, 
2006 (hereinafter referred to as the “principal Act”),- 
 

  (i)  for clause (a), the following clause shall be substituted, namely:— 
 

   “(a)  “child” means a male or female who has not completed twenty-one years of 
age;”; and 

 
  (ii) in clause (b), after the words “is a child”, the words “notwithstanding anything to 

the contrary or inconsistent therewith contained in any other law for the time 
being in force, including any custom or usage or practice governing the parties” 
shall be inserted. 

 
 3.  Amendment of section 3.—In section 3 of the principle Act, in sub-section (3), for the 
words “two years”, the words “five years” shall be substituted. 
 
 4.   Insertion of section 18-A.—After section 18 of the principal Act, the following 
section shall be inserted, namely:— 
 
  “18A. Act to have overriding effect.—The provisions of this Act shall have effect, 

notwithstanding anything contrary or inconsistent therewith contained in any other law 
for the time being in force, including any custom or usage or practice governing the 
parties.”. 

 
 5. Amendment of certain enactments.—The enactments specified in THE                     
SCHEDULE shall be amended in the manner mentioned therein.

STATEMENT OF OBJECT AND REASONS 

 
 The Prohibition of Child Marriage Act, 2006 was enacted to provide for the prohibition of 
solemnisation of child marriages and for matters connected therewith or incidental thereto. In 
today’s world the women are progressing in every field. The early marriages, however, act as a 
hindrance not only in the progress of their career but also in their physical development. In order to 
provide for gender equality and opportunities of obtaining higher education, it has become 
necessary to increase the minimum age of marriage for the girls. Thus, it is proposed to amend the 
Prohibition of Child Marriage Act, 2006  and other related Acts in their application to the State of 
Himachal Pradesh and increase the minimum age for marriage for girls to 21 years.  
 
 This Bill seeks to achieve the aforesaid objectives.
